Three-time world martial arts fighting champion Cung Le tipped the 
scales at a solid 186 pounds one day before his long-awaited return 
to the squared circle, which will come against rising star Brian 
Ebersole during the main event of the Strikeforce Fighting 
Championship at San Jose, California’s HP Pavilion.  
 
“I feel great. People will see a new and improved Cung Le,” said the 
32-year-old Bay Area, California resident whose appearance 
tomorrow will be his first since April 30, 2004 when he coasted to a 
five-round unanimous judges decision over Brian Warren during a K-
1 “Battle at Bellagio II” Superfight in Las Vegas, Nevada.  
 
Ebersole, a protégé of former Ultimate Fighting Championship (UFC) 
middleweight king and mixed martial arts legend, Frank Shamrock, 
looked strong as he weighed in at 182.5 pounds. A native of Bradley, 
Illinois, Ebersole relocated to San Jose two and a half years ago to 
train under the wing of Shamrock.  
 

Undefeated International Sport Karate Association (ISKA) world light heavyweight full contact kickboxing 
champion Brian Schwartz appeared in typical, lean form as he weighed in at 168 pounds while his 
opponent, New York City dweller Peter “F16” Kaljevic came in at 165 pounds.
